If you are ready to leave a gift to support your Sierra Club chapter in your will, ask your attorney
to add this suggested wording to the document:

“I give [amount or percentage] to Sierra Club, tax-ID number 94-1153307, a
California nonprofit corporation, currently located at 2101 Webster Street, Suite 1300, Oakland,
CA 94612 (Attention: Gift Planning Program), to be used to support the activities of the lowa
Chapter. In the event that the lowa Chapter (or its successor) ceases to exist as a Sierra Club
entity, then the Board of Directors of Sierra Club shall have sole authority in administering the
funds.
