
Sixty dedicated Sierra Club members gath-
ered at Hidden Villa on June 18, 1933 and 
founded the Sierra Club’s third local chapter, 
the Loma Prieta Chapter. What an inspiring 
day this must have been! The tireless efforts of 
these early members formed the core of the lo-
cal, grassroots environmental movement that 
has grown far beyond what these 60 charter 
members could even have dreamed of.

Looking back at our Chapter’s 80 years of 
accomplishments couldn’t make us prouder of 
our community. Here are just few of our favor-
ite accomplishments:

• �Organizing over 20,000 outings for over 
300,000 participants;

• �Playing an instrumental role in the passage 
of the California Coastal Act; 

• �Defeating the proposal to build the envi-
ronmentally destructive Devil’s Slide by-
pass on Highway 1 in San Mateo County;

• �Helping to elect hundreds of strong envi-
ronmental leaders to state and local office; 

• �Getting Lehigh Cement to commit to re-
storing Permanente Creek for steelhead; 

• �Reducing barriers to solar installation; and 
• �Providing 80 years of inspiration to citizens 

to act to protect our local environment. 
Our list of accomplishments could fill a 

book, and it’s made possible by people like you 
who care about the planet and use their time, 

talent, and treasure to protect it.
The Loma Prieta Chapter plays a unique and 

vital role in the region by providing a commu-
nity for our hundreds-strong volunteer base to 
contribute millions of dollars worth of their 
time to making the world a better place every 
year. Our volunteers run this organization and 
are the people on the front lines reviewing en-
vironmental impact reports, filing lawsuits, in-
terviewing candidates for elected office, leading 
outings,  hosting film screenings, organizing 
teams, processing donations, writing publicity

All of this is supported with a tight budget 
and a lean four-person staff at our headquarters 
in Palo Alto.

what remains of our open space and agricul-
tural land, and protecting our precious water 
supply for wildlife and people as we grow.

always have: with our volunteer community.  
We have big goals to make this possible:

• �Doubling our revenue to $500,000 each 
year to increase our programs and provide 
our volunteers with more resources to be 
effective,

• �Engaging and training new people from all 
walks of life in the environmental move-
ment, and

• �Growing the local environmental commu-
nities in northern San Mateo County and 
San Benito County.

None of these goals will be possible without 
you, and we can only grow with your commit-
ment to our organization.

Gladwyn d’Souza is a rare 
combination-he is a vision-
ary and an extremely effec-
tive advocate, often work-
ing with city governments 
and community organiz-
ers to craft innovative and 
environmentally-friendly 
solutions to land use problems. As a leader in 
our chapter’s Sustainable Land Use Committee 
(SLU), Gladwyn helped write the guidelines we 
currently use for evaluating city projects. These 
guidelines have since been used to encourage 
smart growth and nature conservation. As a 
Belmont Planning Commissioner, Gladwyn 
was a trailblazer who worked tirelessly to ensure 
that sustainability guidelines were written into 
the Downtown Specific Plan. 

Kristin Mercer’s record as an environmental 
leader is just as amazing: Deeply entrenched 
in her community, Kristin was a Belmont 4-H 
Club leader who secured multiple grants for 
environmental projects and worked with youth 
to enable them to maintain their own gardens. 
As a Belmont Planning Commissioner, Kristin 
was very successful in encouraging developers 
to engage in sustainable building practices. She 
played a key role in crafting initiatives to en-
able development on transit corridors while 
reducing hillside parcels and developing trails 

for pedestrians. Recently, she authored Bel-
mont’s Village Element, a plan for revitalizing 
Belmont’s downtown based on principles of 
sustainability. The Sierra Club is thrilled to 
have the opportunity to endorse both Glad-
wyn d’Souza and Kristin Mercer for Belmont 
City Council.

The Sierra club is proud 
to endorse Mark Addiego , 
Pradeep Gupta, Karyl Mat-
sumoto and Maurice Good-
man for the South San Fran-
cisco City Council. Mark, 
Pradeep and Maurice are 
running for the three 4 yr 
seats. Karyl is running for the 
one 2 year seat. Mark, Karyl, 
and Pradeep are incumbents.

Mark Addiego has served 
on the city council for 16 
years since 1980 and has 
pushed and voted for many 
environmental priorities in 
South San Francisco. He 
supports the switch to LED 
streetlights. He supports 
TOD in the downtown 
along the El Camino Real 
as well as Bus Rapid Tran-
sit. Mark voted for bans on 
single use plastic bags and 
foam takeout containers.

While on the plan-
ning commission, Pradeep 
voted for comprehensive bike 
lane plans, a TOD plan for 
the downtown, the ban on 
single use plastic bags and strict traffic demand 
management requirements for new develop-
ments.

Maurice Goodman is currently on the South 
San Francisco Board of Education so has less of 
a record than the incumbents. Maurice under-
stands about the importance of AB32 and SB 
375. He worked hard to get loans so the schools 
could install solar panels. He voted for strict 
energy efficiency standards for all new school 
constructions. Maurice eliminated many paper
