This is achieved through the procurement of
Renewable Energy Credits (RECs) from a variety of sources (wind, solar, biogas, small-scale hydro, and
geothermal) to augment the renewables that come from the local utility.

100% of new buildings are required to be LEED Silver and we strive for LEED Gold. The Cowell Student
Health Center, to be completed in 2 months, is striving for gold. UCSC has also begun the process of
certifying existing buildings, successfully obtaining a LEED Silver certification for its Engineering 2
building (please see the press release at http://press.ucsc.edu/text.asp?pid=2926). Two more new
construction projects are underway that will seek certification.

2. What percentage of water used for campus landscaping is from recovered, reclaimed, or
untreated soures?

Since 1986, per capita water use at UCSC has been reduced by nearly 40%. The campus has reduced
irrigation with computerized controllers, planting native and/or drought tolerant plants, reducing turf,
and adding mulch. UCSC has installed a centrally controlled irrigation system and weather station.

3. What percentage of campus lighting fixtures are energy-efficient (e.g., compact fluorescent, LED,
or equipped with motion sensors, automatic daylight shutoff, or other energy-saving features)?

Most indoor lighting has been retrofitted with compact fluorescent lighting or energy efficient T8's.
Stairwells have been equipped with BiLevel devices that dim the lights when the stairwell is empty.
Many rooms contain occupancy sensor devices and 10 occupancy sensors have been installed on
vending machines. Lighting retrofits in the dining halls have saved nearly $10,000 annually.

4. What percentage of campus appliances are Energy Star-rated?

Unknown though an inventory is underway. 40% of Dining appliances. Policy is to buy Energy Star.

5. Does the institution have underway a program of energy-efficiency retrofitting projects, such as improving
building insulation or sealing heating and cooling ducts?

Many energy-efficiency projects are being tackled through the LEED certification process of existing
buildings. The Alliance to Save Energy's UCSC Green Campus program
(http://ase.org/section/program/greencampus) also focuses on energy-efficiency retrofitting projects. A
recent $2,160 grant from UCSC's Campus Sustainability Council has also gone to fund an inventory
of current appliances, eventual replacement there of with Energy Star appliances, and cost-savings
analysis.

This amounts to quite a lot as UCSC's overall food budget is 7 million annually!

100% of coffee and teas are organic. Cafe's offer organic and natural bottled beverages some of
which are made locally. We have a quick mart which over 80% of the items are natural and organic.

3. Do campus cafeterias source seafood that is deemed sustainable by the Marine Stewardship Council,
the Monterey Bay Aquarium’s Seafood Watch Program, or a similar program?

For the entire dining department, (Dining Halls, restaurants, cafes and catering) the Monterey Bay
Aquariums seafood watch program is followed for all seafood purchases.

4. What percentage of entrées served in campus dining locations include meat? If the meat is produced
sustainably (for example, free-range or grass-fed), explain.

59 %

Dining halls introduced Meatless Monday Dining each week and expanded Beefless Tuesday's to
include no meat. Students were asked to Step up to the Plate and pledge to go meatless for the day
(over 1300 meals)! We have the goal of reducing meat (in pounds) served by 10% over the next few
years.

5. Are nutritionally complete vegetarian and/or vegan options available at every meal?

Yes, they are available at every meal. In fact, UCSC was ranked 4th Nationally by PETA for its
vegetarian dining program and recognized by the National College and University Food Service
(NACUFS) as the 1st place awardee for its vegan entree options.

6. Is bottled water sold or distributed on campus?

Yes, though we have begun a campaign to reduce this dependence in the near future. All freshman
(4000) were given a reusable mug with larger saving incentives to use mug as a start!
7. Does your school maintain a campus farm or garden? Does it use organic methods? Please describe the
garden and methods used.
The Center for Agroecology and Sustainable Food Systems operates the 2-acre Alan Chadwick

Garden and the 25-acre Farm on campus. Both sites are managed using organic production
methods and serve as research, teaching, and training facilities for students, staff, and faculty.

Yes. For undergraduates, UCSC offers Environmental Studies and several combined majors of
Environmental Studies and Biology, Economics, or Earth Sciences. We also offer Ecology and
Evolution. For graduate students we have Masters and PhD programs in Ocean Sciences and
Environmental Toxicology in addition to offering a PhD in Environmental Studies that was launched in
1994 as the first of its kind in the nation.

In addition to the UC Policy on Sustainable Practices
(http://www.universityofcalifornia.edu/sustainability/documents/policy _sustain_prac.pdf) which includes
a guidelines to environmentally preferable purchasing, UCSC is working to develop more ambitious
goals and a more comprehensive strategy for success in the 2010 Campus Sustainability Plan. This

Yes.

3. Does your school have a policy to purchase Electronic Product Environmental Assessment Tool
(EPEAT)-certified (or similar) electronics? If yes, please describe.
Yes, the UC Policy states that all desktop computers, laptops, and computer monitors are required to

have achieved Bronze registration or higher under EPEAT. In practice the computers and laptops
UCSC purchases have a silver or gold EPEAT rating.

4. Do you have packaging agreements with suppliers that minimize waste? If yes, please describe.

Questions on packaging design, recycle content, and recyclable opportunities are included in all UCSC
Requests for Proposals (RFP) as gradable criteria. RFP responses are made part of each award which
means they are part of the contract. Two of our life science suppliers have return programs for
Styrofoam® coolers. Incentives from our office supplier has increased the size of each order- orders
are consolidated, less packaging is required. We are working to decrease days/week of deliveries.

5. Does your school specify in its purchasing contracts that products with energy-saving features be
installed or delivered with these features enabled?

Yes, as well as paper certified through the Sustainable Forestry Initiative.



Category 6:

1. Does your school provide a free shuttle service around campus and town? If yes, briefly explain.

Yes. The campus operates its own on-campus shuttle service funded primarily through a student transit
fee (since 1972!) No other fare is collected on the shuttles. They are open to all students, staff, faculty
and visitors. The student transit fee also allows students to ride any regional transit bus on campus and
throughout the county "fare free." Additionally, a free bike shuttle operates from two locations in town to
bring campus members up the steep hill to the university.

2. What has your school done to promote bicycling as a transportation method?

In addition to the bike shuttle, UCSC offers bikes that can be checked out for free to students, staff, and
faculty through the Bike Library and at UCSC's off campus 2300 Delaware location where two bikes
can be checked out by staff. UCSC is also home to the Bike Coop (see bikecoop.ucsc.edu) a centrally
located, not-for-profit, full-service, cooperatively run bike shop that offers discounts and access to shop
tools. The Office of Physical Recreation Education and Sports (OPERS) offers frequent and free
maintenance and repair clinics and OPERS, in addition to Transportation and Parking Services and the
Student Environmental Center, commonly give away free bike lights and helmets on campus to further
encourage bicycling.

3. Does your school encourage its students and employees to use public transit, carpool, or use some
other form of alternative transportation? If yes, what are the incentives?

Yes. In addition to the shuttle, bus, and bike programs mentioned above, staff can buy subsidized
monthly bus passes for just $5 per month. UCSC makes up 44% of ridership for the regional transit
service (in addition to the campus shuttles) with 26% of all person trips made to campus coming via
regional transit. UCSC incentivizes carpool and vanpool programs through parking discounts and
houses Zipcars on campus as an alternative to vehicle ownership. The campus currently operates 22
vanpools for commuting staff, faculty and students. In addition, the campus houses close to 45% of all
undergraduates on campus to help reduce trips to campus. High transit use and these other programs

help account for the fact that close to 60% of all person trips coming to campus are made via a
non-single occupant automobile trip!

This is the % of students who drive in Single Occupancy Vehicles to school.

This is the % of faculty and staff who drive in SOV to work.

73%

In 2008-2009, UCSC diverted 90% of its construction waste while non-construction diversion rates
were at approximately 54%, up from 32% in 2006 (total diversion rate is 73%). A guide to campus
recycling is available at http://ehs.ucsc.edu/waste_management/pubs/recycling_disposal_guide.php.

2. Does your campus provide recycling receptacles wherever there are trash cans?

UCSC boasts an extensive network of recycling bins nearly everywhere on campus. A new desk-side
recycling program for campus offices is also underway.

3. Are recycling bins readily available at large events such as football games?

Most large events are easily able to utilize the existing network of recycling bins. In addition, UCSC
has encouraged and successfully implemented a variety of "Zero Waste Events," offering only
compostable cutlery, flatware, and cups, encouraging proper waste sorting with signs and volunteers,
and discouraging plastic water bottles with water bottle fill stations.

4. Does your school compost? If yes, are compost receptacles available at all or most on-campus
dining locations?

All dining halls on campus compost food prep waste and 4/5 dining halls on campus compost student
plate waste. Nearly 35 tons of compostable waste was produced in October 2009. Some of UCSC's
residential colleges, such as Kresge and College 8, also have composting programs in their
residential apartments which collect and send compost to the college gardens.

5. Is your school committed to waste-reduction goals, such as zero waste? Please explain.

UC Santa Cruz is committed to become a zero waste campus by 2020.
(http://www.universityofcalifornia.edu/sustainability/documents/policy _sustain_prac.pdf). In addition,
the 2010 Campus Sustainability Plan includes extensive goals and planning surrounding recycling and
waste management.

6. Does your campus administer a donation program for clothing and other used goods when students
are moving out of student housing? If so, are bins located in every dormitory?

UCSC's Housing Conservation Services supports an annual "take it home early" campaign to reduce
move-out waste and hosts an end of the year used goods drive in collaboration with local collection
agencies. Bins are located at each of the 10 colleges residential areas. Housing Conservation Services
is working in Coordination this year with UCSC's Golden Key International Honour Society to also
collect books and readers. Some colleges also host free boxes or item-swaps like Kresge College's
annual "Junk Swap."

Yes. UCSC has a "sustainability vision statement" available at
http://sustainability.ucsc.edu/content/sustainability-vision-statement. The vision reads: “Sustainability is
our way of thinking about everything we do in planning, building design and construction, renovation,
purchasing, landscape, energy, water, waste, product consumption, emissions, transportation, etc.
Sustainable practices support ecological, human, and economic health and viability. Sustainability
means meeting present needs without compromising ecosystems or the prospects of future generations
to meet their own needs. Through its historic commitment to the environment, UCSC will be a steward
of our community and a leader in advancing global sustainability.”

2. Does your school employ at least one person dedicated to overseeing campus environmental initiatives,

such as a sustainability coordinator, or have a sustainability task force or committee? Is the coordinator
position a part-time or full-time position?

UCSC employs a full-time Sustainability Manager, two part-time staff in the Sustainability Office, and
over a dozen other staff and humerous student interns. The campus also has a Comm. on Sustainability
and Stewardship, with associated sustainability working groups, Advisory Committee on Campus
Planning and Stewardship and has recently established an executive committee on sustainability.

3. Has your school made an official commitment to reducing its impact on climate change by setting

goals of emission reductions by a certain date? If yes, does your school have a plan for achieving these
reductions? If so, briefly explain the plan.

The school has made three official commitments with emissions reduction goals: the UC Policy on
Sustainable Practices, American Colleges and Universities Presidents Climate Commitment and
Climate Action Compact. UCSC plans to reduce its greenhouse gas emissions for all emission
categories to 2000 levels by 2014 and to 1990 levels by 2020. That would be a reduction of 11,500
metric tons by 2014 and 21,000 metric tons by 2020. By 2050, UCSC aims to reduce emissions to 80%
below 1990s levels. UCSC has developed a Climate Action Plan to address these goals and has drafted
a Campus Sustainability Plan to be released for comment within the next few months.

4. Has your school conducted a complete greenhouse-gas-emissions audit of its campus?
The campus has completed third-party certified greenhouse gas reporting with the California Climate

Action Registry since 2006 and staffs three full-time positions (and additional student interns) to pursue
energy efficiency measures.

5. Has your school achieved a reduction in total annual carbon emissions? If yes, please explain and
provide the benchmark year and percentage.

Between 2007 and 2008 UCSC reduced Scope 1 and 2 carbon emissions from 42,062 to 36,687 metric
tons (nearly 13%).

Investment is considered primarily at a UC system-wide level, so UCSC does not have a campus
specific investment-responsibility committee.

As noted in the previous question, most investments at this level are guided at a UC system-wide level
rather than subject to campus-specific control. However, the UC's have taken environmental
responsibility into consideration and are likely to continue to do so as indicated by their passing and
support of the UC Policy on Sustainable Practices
(http://www.universityofcalifornia.edu/sustainability/documents/policy _sustain_prac.pdf) which includes
a section on "Environmentally Preferable Purchasing Practices.”

UCSC has one of the most extensive portfolios of student programs to implement sustainability on
campus in the nation. Many of these are funded by the Campus Sustainability Council, a student
government committee that allocates $240,000 of student fees annually to student organizations to
implement sustainability programs and projects. The Education for Sustainable Living Program has won
international recognition (2005 oikos International award) for the student-run course and lecture series
that engages over 300 students annually in campus and community sustainability projects. Since 2002,
the Student Environmental Center has organized an annual Campus Earth Summit to bring together the
entire community to create a "Blueprint for a Sustainable Campus.” This event has led to countless
changes on campus including the establishment of our Committee on Sustainability and Stewardship.

2. Have students participated in environmental challenges or events such as the Solar Decathlon,
environmental design contests, or environmental debates? If so, which events and how did they do?

Students have participated in the Real Food Challenge and have run dorm competitions to reduce
energy use.

3. Has your school set aside part of its campus as natural habitat, stipulated limited campus development,
or enacted programs preserving its land? If so, please explain.

The UCSC campus includes over 2,000 acres of land. 55%o0f the campus is designated in the 2005
Long- Range Development Plan (LRDP) as Campus Natural Reserve, site research area, and other land
use designations that restrict development. The UCSC Campus Natural Reserve consists of 410 acres

of natural land set aside to preserve natural communities for teaching, field research, and natural history
interpretation.

4. Does your school adhere to an indoor air-quality policy (e.g., the mandated use of nontoxic cleaning
supplies)? If yes, describe the policy.

Yes. USBGC accepted the "all green product" policy when UCSC applied for LEED silver for the
Engineering 2 building. EH&S staff participate in the UC Indoor Air Quality committee and strive to
adhere to the UC IAQ document: Indoor Air Quality: Education, Prevention, & Investigation. EH&S works
with all parties to understand problems and identify solutions that are agreeable to everyone; custodial
services selects and utilizes cleaning materials that minimize the possibility of adverse reactions.

5. Does your school offer outdoor- or nature-based programs, classes, or extracurricular activities to
students and/or faculty? If yes, please list and describe.

The Office of Physical Education Recreation and Sports (OPERS) offers low-cost equipment rentals for
backpacking and ocean sports and a wide range of outdoor activities including weekend and day trips,
classes from wilderness survival to outdoor cooking, and the Wilderness Orientation Program which
takes nearly 100 incoming freshmen on backpacking trips in the eastern Sierras. There are certification
and training programs in wilderness leadership and Wilderness Medicine through the National Outdoor
Leadership School (NOLS). Two and five-unit internships through Environmental Studies are also
offered with a variety of environmental non-profits, farms, and outdoor education programs.

6. What specific actions has your school taken to improve its environmental sustainability since spring 20097
Please list all improvements.

There is not room here to list all improvements! We've increased our waste diversion rate, reduced our
GHG emissions, increased the amount of recycled content in paper and other office products,
incorporated sustainability into job descriptions of all procurement staff. We've increased the number of
people riding bikes, held site stewardship days to protect native habitats, and held countless educational
events to help raise awareness. We've decreased the amount of paper used, improved the green
practices in design of buildings, and implemented energy efficiency projects. We've built more gardens
on campus and drastically increased composting rates. Perhaps most importantly, the campus has
drafted its first Campus Sustainability Plan that outlines specific goals and objectives for the campus to
achieve over the next three years in eight sustainability topic areas.

7. Please use this space to address any other unique or interesting sustainability initiatives that have not
been previously mentioned:

-The dining halls have gone "trayless" to reduce food waste (students take smaller portions) and save
water and energy associated with washing. This saved over 30,000 gallons of water monthly and
reduced food waste by 25-35%.

-The Cowell/Stevenson Dining Hall opened in Spring 2009 as a leading example of green building
design and has a pulper to compost all plate waste.

-Starting this spring, all instructional computing labs will be switched to standard double-sided printing.
-Students at Oakes College created a garden in Fall 2009, and Porter and Stevenson Colleges have
received grants from the Campus Sustainability Council to start their own this year.

-Students have designed a "Campus Sustainability Clinic" yearlong course in which students work in
teams to create and implement projects that increase campus sustainability.

-The Program in Community and Agroecology was established in 2002. It is an experiential living /
learning program on campus to provide practical experience in the sharing of community based
knowledge through seminars, training in agroecology and organic gardening, student involvement in
campus gardens, and the development of local composting projects. It involves both a for-credit course
through Environmental Studies and an optional live-in component. They offer local, national, and
international internships and have scholarships available for students.

- The Community Agroecology Network helps establish coffee growing cooperatives in Latin American
countries that grow organic, shade grown coffee. Then they help market the coffee directly to
consumers for a much higher return to farmers than even traditional fair trade coffee. A student
organization works closely with this non-profit, based at UCSC, to send students to complete internships
and learn from and with the cooperative communities.

- The Green Campus Program at UCSC involves students in direct implementation of energy efficiency
projects on campus.

- ITS is implementing a power management program for 3,000 staff and faculty computers.

- Innovative outreach methods to students, including campus-recycling guides, education at freshman
orientation, and “green” campus events like the Earth Day Festival and the Annual Campus Earth
Summit keep the campus informed and excited about sustainability. The campus sustainability website
(http://sustainability.ucsc.edu), use of social networking sites, and campus publications such as a
monthly newsletter, Gaia Magazine, and the Campus Food Guide keep the community informed.
Campus members participate in state and national conferences, national sustainability listerve-based
discussions, and local community organizations.

For undergraduates, UCSC offers Environmental Studies and several combined majors of Environmental Studies and Biology, Economics, or Earth Sciences. We also offer Ecology and Evolution. For graduate students we have Masters and PhD programs in Ocean Sciences and Environmental Toxicology in addition to offering a PhD in Environmental Studies that was launched in 1994 as the first of its kind in the nation.

	Text48: Yes. Students can see many of the available classes at http://envs.ucsc.edu/courses/ and through other major department websites. They can also see a slightly outdated list in the 2007 Assessment. 
	Text49: Michael Soule: A leading conservationist and the "father of modern conservation biology." Mark Mangel: Professor of mathematical biology, elected to the Royal Society of Edinburgh. Kenneth Bruland: Received the 2005 Clair C. Patterson Medal for Environmental Chemistry. Danny Kelso: Won the Pew fellowship in 2003-2004 to help save wild salmon. Erika Zavaleta: Awarded a Mellon Foundation grant to investigate the ecological impacts of the loss of plant species in California ecosystems. Karen Holl: received an Aldo Leopold Fellowship for top environmental scientists in 2008. Other esteemed faculty include Daniel Press, Lisa Sloan, Ravi Rajan and Sheldon Kamieniecki. 
	Text50: UCSC has a wide variety of sustainability-minded partners. 	Text51: Yes. Students choose one of three tracks: environmental awareness, humans behavior, or technology & society.

	Text54: In addition to the UC Policy on Sustainable Practices (http://www.universityofcalifornia.edu/sustainability/documents/policy_sustain_prac.pdf) which includes a guidelines to environmentally preferable purchasing, UCSC is working to develop more ambitious goals and a more comprehensive strategy for success in the 2010 Campus Sustainability Plan. This section includes goals such as "Increase Environmentally Preferable Purchasing (EPP) practices of goods including office supplies, appliances, electronics, and cleaning supplies," "Develop, publish, and distribute a Sustainable Purchasing Guide for the UCSC Campus," "Reduce purchases of goods and services when practical to improve campus sustainability performance," and "Use CruzBuy (e-procurement tool) to improve campus EPP purchases."

	Text56: Yes.
	Text57: Yes, the UC Policy  states that all desktop computers, laptops, and computer monitors are required to have achieved Bronze registration or higher under EPEAT.  In practice the computers and laptops UCSC purchases have a silver or gold EPEAT rating.
	Text58: Questions on packaging design, recycle content, and recyclable opportunities are included in all UCSC Requests for Proposals (RFP) as gradable criteria.  RFP responses are made part of each award which means they are part of the contract. Two of our life science suppliers have return programs for Styrofoam® coolers. Incentives from our office supplier has increased the size of each order- orders are consolidated, less packaging is required.  We are working to decrease days/week of deliveries.
	Text59: Yes, as well as paper certified through the Sustainable Forestry Initiative.
	Text60: Yes. The campus operates its own on-campus shuttle service funded primarily through a student transit fee (since 1972!)  No other fare is collected on the shuttles. They are open to all students, staff, faculty and visitors. The student transit fee also allows students to ride any regional transit bus on campus and throughout the county "fare free." Additionally, a free bike shuttle operates from two locations in town to bring campus members up the steep hill to the university. 

	Text61: In addition to the bike shuttle, UCSC offers bikes that can be checked out for free to students, staff, and faculty through the Bike Library and at UCSC's off campus 2300 Delaware location where two bikes can be checked out by staff. UCSC is also home to the Bike Coop (see bikecoop.ucsc.edu) a centrally located, not-for-profit, full-service, cooperatively run bike shop that offers discounts and access to shop tools. The Office of Physical Recreation Education and Sports (OPERS) offers frequent and free maintenance and repair clinics and OPERS, in addition to Transportation and Parking Services and the Student Environmental Center, commonly give away free bike lights and helmets on campus to further encourage bicycling.
	Text62: Yes. In addition to the shuttle, bus, and bike programs mentioned above, staff can buy subsidized monthly bus passes for just $5 per month.  UCSC makes up 44% of ridership for the regional transit service (in addition to the campus shuttles) with 26% of all person trips made to campus coming via regional transit. UCSC incentivizes carpool and vanpool programs through parking discounts and houses Zipcars on campus as an alternative to vehicle ownership. The campus currently operates 22 vanpools for commuting staff, faculty and students. In addition, the campus houses close to 45% of all undergraduates on campus to help reduce trips to campus. High transit use and these other programs help account for the fact that close to 60% of all person trips coming to campus are made via a non-single occupant automobile trip!

	Text64: This is the % of students who drive in Single Occupancy Vehicles to school.

	Text68: In 2008-2009, UCSC diverted 90% of its construction waste while non-construction diversion rates were at approximately 54%, up from 32% in 2006 (total diversion rate is 73%). A guide to campus recycling is available at http://ehs.ucsc.edu/waste_management/pubs/recycling_disposal_guide.php.
	Text69: UCSC boasts an extensive network of recycling bins nearly everywhere on campus. A new desk-side recycling program for campus offices is also underway.
	Text70: Most large events are easily able to utilize the existing network of recycling bins. In addition, UCSC has encouraged and successfully implemented a variety of "Zero Waste Events," offering only compostable cutlery, flatware, and cups, encouraging proper waste sorting with signs and volunteers, and discouraging plastic water bottles with water bottle fill stations. 
	Text71: All dining halls on campus compost food prep waste and 4/5 dining halls on campus compost student plate waste. Nearly 35 tons of compostable waste was produced in October 2009. Some of UCSC's residential colleges, such as Kresge and College 8, also have composting programs in their residential apartments which collect and send compost to the college gardens. 
	Text72: UC Santa Cruz is committed to become a zero waste campus by 2020. (http://www.universityofcalifornia.edu/sustainability/documents/policy_sustain_prac.pdf). In addition, the 2010 Campus Sustainability Plan includes extensive goals and planning surrounding recycling and waste management. 
	Text73: UCSC's Housing Conservation Services supports an annual "take it home early" campaign to reduce move-out waste and hosts an end of the year used goods drive in collaboration with local collection agencies. Bins are located at each of the 10 colleges residential areas. Housing Conservation Services is working in Coordination this year with UCSC's Golden Key International Honour Society to also collect books and readers. Some colleges also host free boxes or item-swaps like Kresge College's annual "Junk Swap."
	Text74: Yes. UCSC has a "sustainability vision statement" available at http://sustainability.ucsc.edu/content/sustainability-vision-statement. The vision reads: “Sustainability is our way of thinking about everything we do in planning, building design and construction, renovation, purchasing, landscape, energy, water, waste, product consumption, emissions, transportation, etc. Sustainable practices support ecological, human, and economic health and viability. Sustainability means meeting present needs without compromising ecosystems or the prospects of future generations to meet their own needs. Through its historic commitment to the environment, UCSC will be a steward of our community and a leader in advancing global sustainability.” 
	Text75: UCSC employs a full-time Sustainability Manager, two part-time staff in the Sustainability Office, and over a dozen other staff and numerous student interns. The campus also has a Comm. on Sustainability and Stewardship, with associated sustainability working groups, Advisory Committee on Campus Planning and Stewardship and has recently established an executive committee on sustainability.
	Text76: The school has made three official commitments with emissions reduction goals: the UC Policy on Sustainable Practices, American Colleges and Universities Presidents Climate Commitment and Climate Action Compact. UCSC plans to reduce its greenhouse gas emissions for all emission categories to 2000 levels by 2014 and to 1990 levels by 2020. That would be a reduction of 11,500 metric tons by 2014 and 21,000 metric tons by 2020. By 2050, UCSC aims to reduce emissions to 80% below 1990s levels. UCSC has developed a Climate Action Plan to address these goals and has drafted a Campus Sustainability Plan to be released for comment within the next few months.
	Text77: The campus has completed third-party certified greenhouse gas reporting with the California Climate Action Registry since 2006 and staffs three full-time positions (and additional student interns) to pursue energy efficiency measures.
	Text78: Between 2007 and 2008 UCSC reduced Scope 1 and 2 carbon emissions from 42,062 to 36,687 metric tons (nearly 13%).
	Text79: The information is available through the UC Office of the Treasurer (see http://www.ucop.edu/treasurer/invpol/GEP_Holdings_12-31-08.pdf).
	Text80: Investment is considered primarily at a UC system-wide level, so UCSC does not have a campus specific investment-responsibility committee.
	Text81: As noted in the previous question, most investments at this level are guided at a UC system-wide level rather than subject to campus-specific control. However, the UC's have taken environmental responsibility into consideration and are likely to continue to do so as indicated by their passing and support of the UC Policy on Sustainable Practices (http://www.universityofcalifornia.edu/sustainability/documents/policy_sustain_prac.pdf) which includes a section on "Environmentally Preferable Purchasing Practices."
	Text82: UCSC has one of the most extensive portfolios of student programs to implement sustainability on campus in the nation. Many of these are funded by the Campus Sustainability Council, a student government committee that allocates $240,000 of student fees annually to student organizations to implement sustainability programs and projects. The Education for Sustainable Living Program has won international recognition (2005 oikos International award) for the student-run course and lecture series that engages over 300 students annually in campus and community sustainability projects.  Since 2002, the Student Environmental Center has organized an annual Campus Earth Summit to bring together the entire community to create a "Blueprint for a Sustainable Campus." This event has led to countless changes on campus including the establishment of our Committee on Sustainability and Stewardship.
	Text83: Students have participated in the Real Food Challenge and have run dorm competitions to reduce energy use.
	Text84: The UCSC campus includes over 2,000 acres of land. 55%of the campus is designated in the 2005 Long- Range Development Plan (LRDP) as Campus Natural Reserve, site research area, and other land use designations that restrict development. The UCSC Campus Natural Reserve consists of 410 acres of natural land set aside to preserve natural communities for teaching, field research, and natural history interpretation.
	Text85: Yes. USBGC accepted the  "all green product" policy when UCSC applied for LEED silver for the Engineering 2 building. EH&S staff participate in the UC Indoor Air Quality committee and strive to adhere to the UC IAQ document: Indoor Air Quality: Education, Prevention, & Investigation. EH&S works with all parties to understand  problems and identify solutions that are agreeable to everyone; custodial services selects and utilizes cleaning materials that minimize the possibility of adverse reactions.
	Text86: The Office of Physical Education Recreation and Sports (OPERS) offers low-cost equipment rentals for backpacking and ocean sports and a wide range of outdoor activities including weekend and day trips, classes from wilderness survival to outdoor cooking, and the Wilderness Orientation Program which takes nearly 100 incoming freshmen on backpacking trips in the eastern Sierras. There are certification and training programs in wilderness leadership and Wilderness Medicine through the National Outdoor Leadership School (NOLS). Two and five-unit internships through Environmental Studies are also offered with a variety of environmental non-profits, farms, and outdoor education programs.
	Text87: There is not room here to list all improvements! We've increased our waste diversion rate, reduced our GHG emissions, increased the amount of recycled content in paper and other office products, incorporated sustainability into job descriptions of all procurement staff. We've increased the number of people riding bikes, held site stewardship days to protect native habitats, and held countless educational events to help raise awareness. We've decreased the amount of paper used, improved the green practices in design of buildings, and implemented energy efficiency projects. We've built more gardens on campus and drastically increased composting rates. Perhaps most importantly, the campus has drafted its first Campus Sustainability Plan that outlines specific goals and objectives for the campus to achieve over the next three years in eight sustainability topic areas. 
	Text88: -The dining halls have gone "trayless" to reduce food waste (students take smaller portions) and save water and energy associated with washing. This saved over 30,000 gallons of water monthly and reduced food waste by 25-35%.
-The Cowell/Stevenson Dining Hall opened in Spring 2009 as a leading example of green building design and has a pulper to compost all plate waste. 
-Starting this spring, all instructional computing labs will be switched to standard double-sided printing. -Students at Oakes College created a garden in Fall 2009, and Porter and Stevenson Colleges have received grants from the Campus Sustainability Council to start their own this year.
-Students have designed a "Campus Sustainability Clinic" yearlong course in which students work in teams to create and implement projects that increase campus sustainability.
-The Program in Community and Agroecology was established in 2002.  It is an experiential living / learning program on campus to provide practical experience in the sharing of community based knowledge through seminars, training in agroecology and organic gardening, student involvement in campus gardens, and the development of local composting projects. It involves both a for-credit course through Environmental Studies and an optional live-in component. They offer local, national, and international internships and have scholarships available for students.
- The Community Agroecology Network helps establish coffee growing cooperatives in Latin American countries that grow organic, shade grown coffee. Then they help market the coffee directly to consumers for a much higher return to farmers than even traditional fair trade coffee. A student organization works closely with this non-profit, based at UCSC, to send students to complete internships and learn from and with the cooperative communities. 
- The Green Campus Program at UCSC involves students in direct implementation of energy efficiency projects on campus. 
- ITS is implementing a power management program for 3,000 staff and faculty computers.
- Innovative outreach methods to students, including campus-recycling guides, education at freshman orientation, and “green” campus events like the Earth Day Festival and the Annual Campus Earth Summit keep the campus informed and excited about sustainability. The campus sustainability website (http://sustainability.ucsc.edu), use of social networking sites, and campus publications such as a monthly newsletter, Gaia Magazine, and the Campus Food Guide keep the community informed. Campus members participate in state and national conferences, national sustainability listerve-based discussions, and local community organizations. 
This application represents only a selection of the myriad sustainability initiatives, programs, and accomplishments. The students, on-the-ground staff, faculty, campus administrators, and the alumni of UC Santa Cruz are committed to promoting sustainability.
