Bentley is systematically upgrading lighting in all buildings to include installing occupancy sensors and
energy efficient ballasts and T-5 & T-8 lamps. Bentley has installed a control system on the football
field lights which maintain a lower level of lighting for all non-varsity football events so that full lighting
power is only used approximately 6 times per season.

5. Does the institution have underway a program of energy-efficiency retrofitting projects, such as improving
building insulation or sealing heating and cooling ducts?

Bentley University has been systematically upgrading EMS controls campus wide. HVAC upgrades
with Variable Frequency Drives and Variable Air Volume boxes are ongoing throughout the campus
buildings. These upgrades also include occupancy and temperature sensors.

The university has installed a solar wall on the Dana Athletic Center which will assist in making
heating/cooling of the building more efficient. We have also systematically upgraded lighting in
buildings to include installation of occupancy sensors and energy efficient ballasts and lamps.

In addition, Energy Star windows and low flow fixtures are being installed.

Currently 8.25% of produce purchased is grown or raised locally. Dairy is contracted by Sodexo with
regional dairies and most milk is procured within 150 miles.

100% of granola purchased is organic. Sodexo has agreements with regional and broadline
distributors that provide organic and sustainal produced foods available to all accounts for purchase.

3. Do campus cafeterias source seafood that is deemed sustainable by the Marine Stewardship Council,
the Monterey Bay Aquarium’s Seafood Watch Program, or a similar program?

As of July 2009, Sodexo has committed to providing 100% of the fish and seafood they serve from

sustainable fisheries by 2015. Currently, 37 % of purchased seafood meets the MSC and Monterey
Bay Aquarium's guidelines.

4. What percentage of entrées served in campus dining locations include meat? If the meat is produced
sustainably (for example, free-range or grass-fed), explain.

As of July 2009, Sodexo has made the commitment to have 100% of the farm and ranch products
they serve sourced from local and sustainable producers.

Yes,vegan entrees are offered regularly at the sauté station. Items are available, prepared to order,
to meet the needs of vegan students.

biodiesel) makes a "loop” on campus and also transports students, faculty and staff to and from the
local subway station.

Since ours is a suburban campus without easy access to the "T" subway system, we provide a shuttle
service to facilitate access to local buses and subway stations.

Although 83% of students live on campus, at this time we do not track the percentage of students who
may drive to campus or use public transportation.

Again, since we are located on a suburban campus without easy access to buses or subway lines,
many of our faculty and staff do drive to work in cars.

Yes, recycling receptacles are placed in all buildings throughout campus. All outdoor garbage pails
are accompanied by recycling bins. In all dining areas recycling bins are placed next to garbage pails.

3. Are recycling bins readily available at large events such as football games?

We provide additional recycling bins for events and areas on campus that require them. However, we
currently do not have the means to confirm that recycling bins are available at all large events.
Bentley University has also eliminated water bottles at large events.

4. Does your school compost? If yes, are compost receptacles available at all or most on-campus
dining locations?

Bentley University currently does not compost, however a group of concerned students and staff
members is exploring the feasibility of composting on campus.

5. Is your school committed to waste-reduction goals, such as zero waste? Please explain.

Bentley University is firmly committed to reducing our waste. We recently implemented a single
stream recycling program to streamline our recycling efforts. We are also participating in the waste
minimization portion of RecycleMania, the worldwide program run by the College and University
Recycling Coalition (CURC). In addition, our food services provider, Sodexo, reinforces our
commitment to waste reduction by implementing smart programs to eliminate waste at the source. An
example of this is the tray-less dining initiative undertaken in the fall of 2008. Finally, our stainability
personnel are constantly looking for new ways to further reduce waste from campus operations.

6. Does your campus administer a donation program for clothing and other used goods when students
are moving out of student housing? If so, are bins located in every dormitory?

Yes, we have administered a donation program. We are currently working on a plan to make donations
available throughout the entire campus.

Yes. Bentley has signed the American College and University President's Climate Commitment. As per
this pledge Bentley recently completed and submitted a Climate Action Plan which serves as a road
map to carbon-neutrality. It is Bentley's goal to attain carbon-neutrality by 2030.

4. Has your school conducted a complete greenhouse-gas-emissions audit of its campus?

Yes. We conduct an annual carbon footprint using the Clean Air Cool Planet Campus Carbon
Calculator.

We have not yet achieved a reduction in carbon emissions, but we have seen a large reduction in

electricity usage this fiscal year (since July 1, 2010). We expect to see a reduction in our carbon
emissions which will be totaled after June 30, 2010.

Yes, the recently formed Bentley Green Society works to educate the campus community about energy
use and recycling. The Green Society holds water bottle exchanges once per semester, during which
students may exchange plastic water bottles for a reusable bottle. The sustainability manager runs an
Eco-Reps program which helps inform students in the dorms to be conscious of the environment. Also
there are several internship opportunities in the Office of Sustainability which focus on campus
initiatives. In addition Sodexo runs a sustainability internship program, which is currently working on the
development of a composting program and food donation program.

2. Have students participated in environmental challenges or events such as the Solar Decathlon,
environmental design contests, or environmental debates? If so, which events and how did they do?

Yes, our students are currently participating in the worldwide RecycleMania program run by College and
University Recycling Coalition (CURC). At this point we are in FIRST place out of all participating
Northeast 10 Schools in the Per Capita Classic (highest amount of recycled materials collected per
person) and SECOND place out of all participating Northeast 10 Schools for the Gorilla Prize (highest
gross tonnage of recycled materials collected regardless of campus size).

3. Has your school set aside part of its campus as natural habitat, stipulated limited campus development,
or enacted programs preserving its land? If so, please explain.

We have natural wetlands as part of our campus footprint that are being preserved.

4. Does your school adhere to an indoor air-quality policy (e.g., the mandated use of nontoxic cleaning
supplies)? If yes, describe the policy.

Yes, we have a green cleaning product policy which states that all cleaning products must be nontoxic.

Yes, we have a outdoor club called BEAR which holds outdoor sporting events frequently.

She also regularly collaborates with student and
campus groups to emphasize the importance of sustainable activities.
