For fiscal year 2010, this mix will change dramatically due to the combined heat and power project going
online. Cornell now utilizes combined heat and power with natural gas as the fuel to make the majority of
its electrical and heating energy. The combined heat and power includes combustion turbines (2 x 15
MW nominal rating) and steam turbine The first full fiscal year of operation from July 2010, through June
2011 we expect to make up to 75% of our total electricity need utilizing the combined heat and power
generators. The steam turbine generators and hydroelectric plant will make about 15-17% of campus
electric needs. About 8-10% of the electricity needed for campus will be purchased from the grid.

2. What type(s) of energy does your campus use for heating buildings (e.g., natural gas, biomass, coal)?

If cogeneration, please explain.

Beginning in 2010, with the Combined Heat and Power Project on-line, natural gas will be the
predominant fuel for generating heat (steam) and electricity. With our "Moving Beyond Coal"
commitment, natural gas will be explicitly used, except in emergencies, from the 2010/2011 heating
season and forward.

The Sierra Club's Bruce Nilles, national director of the “Beyond Coal Campaign”, has recognized
Cornell's commitment and participated in our January 15, 2010 event to help us celebrate the end of
coal at Cornell and the start-up of our new Combined Heat and Power Plant.

Approximately 30% (4 million square feet) have been retrofit since 2000 from T8 with electronic
ballast, to high efficiency T8 fixtures with electronic ballasts including occupancy sensors in public

spaces for multi-level lighting control. There are less than 2% T12 lamps with magnetic ballasts.
There are less than 1% incandescent lamps.

4. What percentage of campus appliances are Energy Star-rated?

90 %

All bidded on appliances must meet the Energy Star-rated requirement. Only 10yr + older do not.

5. Does the institution have underway a program of energy-efficiency retrofitting projects, such as improving
building insulation or sealing heating and cooling ducts?

Yes. The university has had an aggressive Energy Conservation Initiative since 2001 with a goal of
reducing year 2000 campus energy use 20% by 2015. This program follows 20 years of active
energy management that reduced campus energy use 30% vs. no action. Since 2001, $14 million in
capital construction with an actual cost of $10 million has reduced billed cost energy use by $4 million
annually. In addition, $1.4 million in conservation focused preventive maintenance on building
automation and control systems has reduced energy use by $3 million annually. Together these
savings represent about 10% of campus energy use vs. no action. The work includes lighting retrofits

in about 4 million square feet, and over 20 major HVAC conservation projects, along with many small
projects.

Cornell University works in collaboration with the regional transit provider for bus service around the
campus, town, and the surrounding county. Staff are provided unlimited transit at no cost, Monday -
Friday, when boarding buses on the campus and near to other University work locations in the Ithaca
area. Additionally, staff who choose not to obtain a parking permit may join OmniRide which provides
unlimited transit at no cost to employees within the county, and subsidized out-of-county transit for
those from a surrounding county. All New-to-Cornell students are provided with unlimited transit at no
cost during their first academic year as a student. All returning students are provided with unlimited
transit at no cost after 6 PM on weekdays, and all day on weekends. All returning students are eligible
to join our student OmniRide program and purchase unlimited transit access at a highly subsidized rate.

2. What has your school done to promote bicycling as a transportation method?

To promote bicycling as a transportation method the University: Provides bicycle parking for up to 2000
bicycles; has a bicycle network including bicycle lanes and shared lane markings; provide bicycle driver
education courses; has an ongoing public information and marketing campaign;provides a map of
bicycle routes, resources, and safety information; has an annual three day "Bike Days" community
outreach program; trains members of the student emergency medical services team as "bike
ambassadors" and provide emergency response by bicycle; works with civil engineers and planners
from both the University and local municipalities to incorporate bicycle facilities into new construction
and renovation projects; all buses in fleet are equipped with bike racks.

3. Does your school encourage its students and employees to use public transit, carpool, or use some
other form of alternative transportation? If yes, what are the incentives?

Transportation demand management programs (TDMP) are integral to our community and parking
program. Faculty/Staff TDMP includes: staff provided unlimited no cost transit, weekdays, on campus
and around Ithaca area; OmniRide - unlimited no cost transit to employees within the county, and
subsidized out-of-county transit for commuters from surrounding counties. A limited number of no-fee
parking permits are issued for days when participants cannot use the transit; RideShare — reduces,
and for some eliminates, parking fees for staff who carpool. Occasional Parker — provides no-fee
parking for limited number of days to those who commute on foot, by bike, or are dropped off; VanPool
— allows staff and faculty to utilize community VanPool program at a subsidized rate. *See attached
sheet for additional information on the Student TDMP program.

Currently, over 57% of the waste generated at Cornell University's Ithaca Campus is diverted from the
landfill.

Yes: recycling bins are readily available at Cornell's sporting events; student events, student, faculty
and staff events.

Yes; about 400 tons of food scrap are composted a year from Cornell's dining halls. We compost from
all of our All You Care to Eat Dining Halls and most of our retail venues.

Yes; our campus has a program called "Dump & Run" it's a recycling program that collects items
students might otherwise throw away. In helps collect approximately 20-25 tons of reusable items.
These items are resold at the annual "Dump & Run" sale and the proceeds are then donated to four
Ithaca-area nonprofit organizations. Yes, donations bins are located in all undergraduate residence
halls, graduate housing communities, as well as, various other locations on campus including
collegetown locations in order to capture those renting apartments off campus.

Cornell President Skorton became one of the first university presidents to sign the American College
and University Presidents' Climate Commitment to meet that goal of zero net greenhouse gas emissions
by 2050.

Yes, Coordination functions are directed by the Cornell's Sustainability Office which has 3 full-time
employees, one half time, and one intern. In addition, Cornell has a Presidents Sustainable Campus
Committee with representation from faculty, students, and staff.

3. Has your school made an official commitment to reducing its impact on climate change by setting

goals of emission reductions by a certain date? If yes, does your school have a plan for achieving these
reductions? If so, briefly explain the plan.

Yes, Cornell's is a charter signatory of the American College & University Presidents' Climate
Commitment. Our Climate Action Plan aims to achieve 20% carbon reduction in 2010, 30% by 2012 and
100% carbon reduction by 2050. We developed a nationally-recognized comprehensive website
(www.sustainablecampus.cornell.edu/climate) that details our approach to carbon neutrality. Cornell has
made the public commitment to reduce it's use of Cornell by the end of 2011. See the press release and

4. Has your school conducted a complete greenhouse-gas-emissions audit of its campus?

Cornell was one of the earlier signatories to the American College & University Presidents' Climate
Commitment(ACUPCC). One of the first requirements of the climate commitment was a greenhouse
gas inventory for emissions associated with on-site combustion (Scope 1); Purchased Electricity (Scope
2); Commuting by Faculty/Staff/Students (Scope 3); and University sponsored air travel (Scope 3). The
inventory is available on-line at http://acupcc.aashe.org/ghg-report.php?id=237.

5. Has your school achieved a reduction in total annual carbon emissions? If yes, please explain and
provide the benchmark year and percentage.

Yes; Cornell was one of the first universities to commit to the Kyoto protocol which established 1990 as
the base year. Our central campus emissions have been reduced by over 80,000 tons compared with
1990 levels; although, much of this reduction is the result of New York State having a "cleaner" fuel mix
for purchased electricity. Our efforts have moved beyond the meager reduction of Kyoto and are now
focused on climate neutrality (net zero GHG emissions). Our combined heat and power plant project
and the elimination of coal will reduce our annual GHG emissions by approximately 70,000 tons.

Cornell University has created a task force comprised of students, faculty, staff members and University

trustees to develop a recommendation on how best to address sustainability issues as they relate to
the University endowment. The work of that task force is on going.

Cornell University invests in renewable and alternative energy generation and carbon credit creation on
an on-going basis.

Sustainable Enterprise Association--helped organize “Net Impact” in November 2009 with the Johnson
School of Management, which was the largest conference Cornell has ever hosted, and was focused on
various aspects of global enterprise, including energy, social entrepreneurship, international
development and investing. Lights Out Cornell: Began a pilot project committed to energy conservation
in the campus buildings; Formed database of volunteers to turn off the lights in two large buildings on
campus Monday - Friday at approximately 9:00 PM; will be calculating the energy savings through this
simple conservation method, and are hoping to expand the project to the rest of campus, potentially
through the incorporating this into a university employee’s job description or through suggesting that the
university install additional motion sensor lights.

2. Have students participated in environmental challenges or events such as the Solar Decathlon,
environmental design contests, or environmental debates? If so, which events and how did they do?

Cornell students participate in a number of sustainability-related competitions, including:

Solar Decathlon - 7th place in 2009, 19th place in 2007, 2nd place in 2005; XPrize 100+ MPG Car - will
compete this year; 2008 American Institute of Chemical Engineers student-car competition - 1st place
for ChemE Car Team - hydrogen fuel cell powered; 2009 Ed Bacon Student Design Competition - 1st
Place for sustainable urban design ideas for South Philadelphia's Grays Ferry Crescent.

3. Has your school set aside part of its campus as natural habitat, stipulated limited campus development,
or enacted programs preserving its land? If so, please explain.

Yes. About 2/3rd of our 2,300 acre main campus is open space, including natural areas/habitat;
forested and agricultural areas for research/teaching; and managed formal quads, courtyards and
gardens. The recent Campus Master Plan (www.masterplan.cornell.edu) has a Town-Country line that
recommends a compact development footprint - about 750 acres - and the conservation of open space
and natural resources in concert with regional open space and watersheds. The long-range plan
densifies the existing campus, using already developed land and infrastructure to accommodate future
growth. Mixed-use nodes and pedestrian/bike and transit connectivity allow parking to remain at current
numbers. *See addn'l info on another sheet.

4. Does your school adhere to an indoor air-quality policy (e.g., the mandated use of nontoxic cleaning
supplies)? If yes, describe the policy.

Cornell follows LEED guidelines for new construction and routinely meets LEED standards for IAQ
including a campus smoking ban; strict construction IAQ practices; high levels of ventilation; use of
low-emitting building materials; indoor chemical and pollution control, a rigorous voluntary program of air
modeling for emissions sources; green cleaning programs; and thermal comfort design and verification.
Similar practices and policies are being integrated into existing building systems.

5. Does your school offer outdoor- or nature-based programs, classes, or extracurricular activities to
students and/or faculty? If yes, please list and describe.

Yes; Cornell offers a wide range of outdoor- and nature-based programs, including:

Cornell Outdoor Education: over 80 classes for fun, enrichment or Physical Education credit, in a wide
range of outdoor pursuits including, rock climbing, paddling, tree climbing, outdoor adventure, hiking,
caving, biking, skiing, mountaineering, survival skills, wilderness medicine, leadership development,
birding, wellness, and more. www.coe.cornell.edu.

Cornell is the only higher education campus in America that has built and maintains an on-campus,
small scale hydro-power facility. The ‘run of the river’ facility produces 1,100 kW of electricity for use on
campus that equates to roughly 2% of Cornell’s total electricity demand.

Cornell also developed the only known deep-water Lake Source Cooling facility in the world. The facility
creates an 86% reduction in energy use versus conventional cooling alternatives.

Cornell graduate students and staff led a city-wide effort to create Ithaca Carshare that currently has
13 vehicles based at sites across the campus, community, and nearby colleges. Ithaca Carshare was
the first carshare program based in New York State.

	Text73: Yes; our campus has a program called "Dump & Run" it's a recycling program that collects items students might otherwise throw away.  In helps collect approximately 20-25 tons of reusable items.  These items are resold at the annual "Dump & Run" sale and the proceeds are then donated to four Ithaca-area nonprofit organizations.  Yes, donations bins are located in all undergraduate residence halls, graduate housing communities, as well as, various other locations on campus including collegetown locations in order to capture those renting apartments off campus.
	Text74: Cornell President Skorton became one of the first university presidents to sign the American College and University Presidents' Climate Commitment to meet that goal of zero net greenhouse gas emissions by 2050. 	Text75: Yes, Coordination functions are directed by the Cornell's Sustainability Office which has 3 full-time employees, one half time, and one intern. In addition, Cornell has a Presidents Sustainable Campus Committee with representation from faculty, students, and staff.
	Text76: Yes, Cornell's is a charter signatory of the American College & University Presidents' Climate Commitment. Our Climate Action Plan aims to achieve 20% carbon reduction in 2010, 30% by 2012 and 100% carbon reduction by 2050. We developed a nationally-recognized comprehensive website(www.sustainablecampus.cornell.edu/climate) that details our approach to carbon neutrality. Cornell has made the public commitment to reduce it's use of Cornell by the end of 2011. 	Text77: Cornell was one of the earlier signatories to the American College & University Presidents' Climate Commitment(ACUPCC). One of the first requirements of the climate commitment was a greenhouse gas inventory for emissions associated with on-site combustion (Scope 1); Purchased Electricity (Scope 2); Commuting by Faculty/Staff/Students (Scope 3); and University sponsored air travel (Scope 3).  The inventory is available on-line at http://acupcc.aashe.org/ghg-report.php?id=237.   
	Text78: Yes; Cornell was one of the first universities to commit to the Kyoto protocol which established 1990 as the base year.  Our central campus emissions have been reduced by  over 80,000 tons compared with 1990 levels; although, much of this reduction is the result of New York State having a "cleaner" fuel mix for purchased electricity. Our efforts have moved beyond the meager reduction of Kyoto and are now focused on climate neutrality (net zero GHG emissions).  Our combined heat and power plant project and the elimination of coal will reduce our annual GHG emissions by approximately 70,000 tons. 
	Text79: Cornell University publishes information on endowment performance  as part of the University's annual report.

	Text80: Cornell University has created a task force comprised of students, faculty, staff members and University trustees to develop a recommendation on how best to address  sustainability issues as they relate to the University endowment.  The work of that task force is on going.

	Text81: Cornell University invests in renewable and alternative energy generation and carbon credit creation on an on-going basis.

	Text82: Sustainable Enterprise Association--helped organize “Net Impact” in November 2009 with the Johnson School of Management, which was the largest conference Cornell has ever hosted, and was focused on various aspects of global enterprise, including energy, social entrepreneurship, international development and investing. Lights Out Cornell: Began a pilot project committed to energy conservation in the campus buildings; Formed database of volunteers to turn off the lights in two large buildings on campus Monday - Friday at approximately 9:00 PM; will be calculating the energy savings through this simple conservation method, and are hoping to expand the project to the rest of campus, potentially through the incorporating this into a university employee’s job description or through suggesting that the university install additional motion sensor lights.
	Text83: Cornell students participate in a number of sustainability-related competitions, including:
Solar Decathlon - 7th place in 2009, 19th place in 2007, 2nd place in 2005; XPrize 100+ MPG Car - will compete this year;  2008 American Institute of Chemical Engineers student-car competition - 1st place for ChemE Car Team - hydrogen fuel cell powered; 2009 Ed Bacon Student Design Competition - 1st Place for sustainable urban design ideas for  South Philadelphia's Grays Ferry Crescent. 
	Text84: Yes.  About 2/3rd of our 2,300 acre main campus is open space, including natural areas/habitat; forested and agricultural areas for research/teaching; and managed formal quads, courtyards and gardens.  The recent Campus Master Plan (www.masterplan.cornell.edu) has a Town-Country line that recommends a compact development footprint - about 750 acres - and the conservation of open space and natural resources in concert with regional open space and watersheds.  The long-range plan densifies the existing campus, using already developed land and infrastructure to accommodate future growth.  Mixed-use nodes and pedestrian/bike and transit connectivity  allow parking to remain at current numbers.  *See addn'l info on another sheet.
	Text85: Cornell follows LEED guidelines for new construction and routinely meets LEED standards for IAQ including a campus smoking ban; strict construction IAQ practices; high levels of ventilation; use of low-emitting building materials; indoor chemical and pollution control, a rigorous voluntary program of air modeling for emissions sources; green cleaning programs; and thermal comfort design and verification.  Similar practices and policies are being integrated into existing building systems.
	Text86: Yes; Cornell offers a wide range of outdoor- and nature-based programs, including:

-Reduced waste and energy use at the annual Slope Day spring outdoor concert through changes in water distribution, increased renewable energy use, and education
http://cornellsun.com/section/news/content/2010/03/16/drake-slope-day-takes-environmentally-friendly-twist    *see attached sheet for additional information
	Text88: Cornell operates state-wide sustainability education and outreach programs that support citizens and businesses in every county of New York State

Cornell is the only higher education campus in America that has built and maintains an on-campus, small scale hydro-power facility. Cornell also developed the only known deep-water Lake Source Cooling facility in the world. The facility creates an 86% reduction in energy use versus conventional cooling alternatives.
