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	Text40: Seafood is purchased in accordance with the Monterey Bay Aquarium's Seafood Watch guidelines for sustainable seafood. Locally sourced fish is the first choice for seafood because it reduces Goucher's carbon footprint. Only dolphin-safe tuna, packed in water, is served.
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	Text44: Yes.
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	Text46: Goucher offers an environmental studies minor that provides students with basic tools for understanding global and local environmental issues. The college's first visiting professor of environmental studies developed a curriculum for an environmental studies major. The college is in the process of approving it.

	Text47: No.
	Text48: No.
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	Text54: Goucher doesn’t have a formal/written sustainable purchasing policy, but employees are encouraged to purchase "green" products.  For example, when employees purchase their office supplies from OfficeMax,  the first option is a link to recycled products.
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	Text56: Throughout campus the college uses paper with a content of 10 percent to 40 percent recycled materials. About 80 percent of the paper purchased by the college is FSC certified.

The shuttle uses 1 percent biodiesel in its buses, which were purchased new. (However, the buses were not purchased specifically for Goucher's contract; they had been used on another service prior to being awarded this contract). 
	Text61: Goucher started a community bike program in spring 2008; however, the college experienced difficulty in maintaining the 10-bike fleet. After examining how to make the program a viable alternative-transportation initiative, the college plans to relaunch the program in fall 2010. 
	Text62: Goucher College is located in a suburb of Baltimore City that is serviced by several Maryland Transit Administration bus lines. There are also two light rail stops in the nearby vicinity. The college also has the Gopher-A-Ride Together carpooling program for community members, which includes designated carpool parking spots.  Goucher is also a member of the Zipcar University Partner Program. Two hybrid Zipcars have been available to Goucher community members since August 2008. 
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	Text68: 
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Additionally, all administrative offices on campus were given recycling bins in which to recycle newspaper, computer and Xerox paper, mail, paper boxes, catalogs, magazines, and phone books. 
	Text70: Yes.
	Text71: In 2009, FMS began a large-scale composting program to divert needless waste from going into the landfill. Goucher partnered with Waste Neutral Group, a sustainable waste management company, to collect all of the pre- and post-consumer waste produced in all campus dining halls. For every ton collected, Goucher receives a compost credit. Two credits earns the college a yard of compost.
	Text72: Goucher has not committed to any specific waste-reduction goals, but recycling and reusing materials are highly recommended and are an important aspect of Goucher's overall environmental sustainability efforts. 
	Text73: At the end of every fall semester there is a clothing and winter coat drive. Several students started their own clothing/furniture/book swap beginning in May 2009.  We also host a yearly “Donation Drive” in May. We have six drop-off locations set up around campus for students to donate unwanted clothing, canned goods, cleaning supplies, books, etc. Students e-mail the Facilities Management Department to pick up large furniture items. The items are free to anyone who needs something they find donated; the remainder of the goods are sorted and donated to charities, churches, soup kitchens, Goodwill, and other groups and organizations.

	Text75: No, but Goucher created the Goucher Environmental Sustainability Advisory Council to oversee  campus environmental initiatives and events. The council consists of students, faculty, and staff members who volunteer their time and meet several times a year. 

	Text76: President Sanford J. Ungar signed the American College and University Presidents Climate Commitment in summer 2007. Within a year of signing the commitment, participating colleges and universities must complete an inventory of all their greenhouse gas emissions. Within two years, they must develop comprehensive institutional plans, interim goals, deadlines, and tracking systems for becoming “climate-neutral” — reducing or offsetting all greenhouse gas production to create a “neutral” effect on global warming. Goucher has just completed its greenhouse gas emissions inventory and is  hiring a a company to help it develop a Climate Action Plan.
	Text77: Yes.
	Text78: The college is required to report its annual emissions as it relates to campuswide boilers to the MD Department of the Environment. Goucher has had an aggressive program to reduce emissions over the past 10 years, during which time annual emissions were reduced by 40 percent. For more than a decade, Goucher  has been reducing its carbon emission, going from 9.1 tons in 1995 to 5.76 in 2006. This was accomplished while the square footage of campus increased 15 percent.

	Text79: Goucher does not share information about the endowment, other than its size.  
	Text80: The college invests in a fund of funds, so the specific investments are not easy to pin down.
	Text81: The college invests in a fund of funds, so the specific investments are not easy to pin down.
	Text82: Yes, it was the student eco groups who inspired the administration to create the Goucher Environmental Sustainability Advisory Council. The Green House launched the Clean Streams Project on campus, maintaining and monitoring the stream that runs through campus. Through their weekly "green tips" list, the group has worked to promote more sustainable habits on campus. The Campus Agricultural Co-op created the first organic garden on campus; launched the earliest composting efforts; and convinced the cafeteria to use cups, lids, and other items that are both compostable and made from natural materials. They also flew in an expert to learn about natural building and to help them build a garden shed from natural materials. The Goucher Climate Action Group has worked to get students involved off campus, taking them to climate change and other environmental rallies in Washington, D.C. and Baltimore. 
	Text83: N/A
	Text84: Yes, based on maintaining specified forest buffers, stormwater management controls, etc. 
	Text85: Yes, in 2008 Goucher’s Facilities Management Services (FMS) switched to using Green Seal-certified cleaning and paper products when available. Green Seal is a nonprofit organization that uses science-based standards to set environmental standards for products. Goucher also uses low volatile organic compound (VOC) paint and carpets. Also, most of the college's HVAC systems are designed to enhance the fresh air intake to applicable systems. 
	Text86: Goucher offers a field ecology laboratory (BIO 241) class that uses the campus forest as a “laboratory.” Much of the semester is spent learning to identify forest trees and other plants and determining species diversity and abundance. In addition, there is a field trip to coastal salt marsh habitats, where students learn to identify organisms, quantify them, and observe their behavior. Tropical Marine Biology in Honduras (BIO 272G) is an intensive course abroad where students learn to identify more than 100 species of fish, seaweeds, corals, and other invertebrates. Students also learn about the ecology of marine habitats and the interactions among species inhabiting these areas.
	Text87: In 2009, FMS began a large-scale composting program to divert needless waste from going into the landfill. Goucher partnered with Waste Neutral Group, a sustainable waste management company, to collect all of the pre- and post-consumer waste produced in all dining halls.  For every ton collected, Goucher receives a compost credit. Two credits earns the college a yard of compost. The college launched the Gopher-A-Ride Together carpooling program for community members, which includes designated carpool parking spots. The college completed its greenhouse gas emissions inventory and is working on the next step -- developing a climate action plan. The Chemistry Department purchased a solvent recycling unit that reduces waste by as much as 90 percent in some cases. Goucher adopted a policy that all new buildings and major renovations must achieve at least a LEED Silver rating.
	Text88: Students with a commitment to environmental sustainability live together in the Green House (a floor in one dorm) and all commit to live with less heating/air conditioning, turn out lights, pick up and police their dorms for trash, and develop and promote environmental programs and habits on campus. 

The Office of Human Resources now uses a computer-based interview exchange applicant tracking system for job applicants. The electronic system drastically reduces the amount of paper used in the application process. 

Goucher uses plates that are made from sustainable, renewable resources. The tableware and containers are made from bagasse, a byproduct of sugarcane. The products are compostable and biodegradable. They are also heat-stable, water- and oil-resistant, and they can be refrigerated, frozen, and heated in a standard or convection oven. Additionally, the college uses cups and lids that are made from cornstarch bioplastic. These cups are made from polylactic acid (PLA), which comes from glucose from agricultural crops such as corn and potatoes. Products made from PLA are fully biodegradable and compostable. The cups are both vegan and non-oil-economy-based. All of Goucher's dining halls are tray-less. 

FMS installed highly energy-efficient windows in all residence halls and in Van Meter Hall, the Alumnae/i House, the Psychology/Music Annex, and in the FMS building. Plans are in place to replace the windows in the Julia Rogers Building, Hoffberger Science Center, and Dorsey Center. 

Motion-detecting sensors have been interfaced with both the lighting and heating and cooling systems in Van Meter Hall. Most of the lights in the laundry and trash rooms in the residence halls operate via motion-detecting sensors. The sensors have also been added to all the campus’s vending machines to conserve energy when not in use. The college is integrating the sensors into the lighting systems in other buildings. 

All the low-flow shower heads in the residence halls have been replaced with ultra-low-flow shower heads. The new shower heads provide a better quality shower while saving 4,400 gallons of hot water a day. 

Paper towel dispensers are being replaced by powerful energy-efficient automatic hand dryers on campus. The Sports and Recreation Center was the first building to be outfitted.
