There is free bus service to the five colleges (Amherst, Hampshire, Mt. Holyoke, Smith, and
University of Massachusetts) and towns (Amherst, Hadley, South Hadley and Northampton, MA) within
the Five College consortium. The bus is funded by grants and the Five College consortium. During the

academic year, buses run every 30 minutes during peak hours and then every hour until approximately
2a.m.

2. What has your school done to promote bicycling as a transportation method?

Our Yellow Bike program, managed by students, allows any campus user to pick up a yellow bike and
ride it to any location on campus. This free bike-sharing program has been in operation for over five
years. Bicycle racks and shelters are located at all buildings on campus. Our Lemelson Center for
student inventors allows for a build-you-own-bike program, and the Robert Crown Center has a bike
repair shop through the Outdoor Programs and Recreational Athletics program; OPRA also sponsors
bike trips. The College has a representative who works with the Town of Amherst and others in
supporting the use of public transportation and bicycles through the development of a Comprehensive
Master Plan and specific roadway projects.

3. Does your school encourage its students and employees to use public transit, carpool, or use some
other form of alternative transportation? If yes, what are the incentives?

Yes, we encourage use of the Five College bus system (incentive: it's free!). Student organization New
Leaf encourages ride shares for students. Frequent postings on the campus intranet/bulletin board for
shared rides to airports and major cities.

We divert more than 30% of our routine solid waste. *We also have extensive programs to recycle or
compost food waste, landscape waste, farm wastes, scrap metal, construction debris, computer &
electronic equipment, batteries, and fluorescent tubes — those are not included in the 30+% rate.

2. Does your campus provide recycling receptacles wherever there are trash cans?

Yes.

3. Are recycling bins readily available at large events such as football games?

Yes, recycling bins and composting bins are provided at Hampshire's large events, such as
Orientation and our "green-graduation” Commencement (we don't have traditional large sports
events).

4. Does your school compost? If yes, are compost receptacles available at all or most on-campus
dining locations?

Yes, collection containers are located in the campus dining hall and by the recycling areas of student
mods (on-campus apartments where students do their own cooking). Hampshire has been
composting since 1993.

5. Is your school committed to waste-reduction goals, such as zero waste? Please explain.

Yes, Hampshire is committed to continuously decreasing waste, working toward the Massachusetts
Dept. of Environmental Protection's goal of reducing waste to an irreducible minimum. For decades,
Hampshire has had one of the lowest per-capita waste generation totals among peer schools
throughout the country. For example, according to the Five College Recycling Coordinator, in 2009,
Hampshire generated only about 354 pounds of trash per student, between 75 and 150 pounds per
student less each year than the other four colleges within the Five College consortium.

6. Does your campus administer a donation program for clothing and other used goods when students
are moving out of student housing? If so, are bins located in every dormitory?

Yes, for more than 15 years Hampshire has had varied programs to collect clothing and household
items left behind when students move out. We have separate bins for clothing, household items,
electronics, and lamps, plus furniture, in addition to the traditional recycling programs for paper, bottles
and cans.

(Related) Donated Food: Twice a week Hampshire students take foods that were not served in the
dining hall to a homeless shelter/food bank in a church in nearby Northampton.

Yes, Hampshire has achieved an 8% reduction in total annual carbon emissions since 2004. Our 2009
emissions: 8,570 MTCDE, or approximately one-third lower than the national average of 15.07 MTCDE.

Hampshire is currently updating its investment policy and socially responsible investment (SRI) policy,
which will be made available online.

2. Does your institution have an investment-responsibility committee that considers and acts on
environmental issues?

The Committee at Hampshire on Investing Responsibility (CHOIR) reviews College investment activity
for compliance with our socially responsible investment policy. Issues requiring action are sent on to the
Board of Trustees. A recent action involved divesting from a State Street mutual fund whose portfolio
was inconsistent with the SRI policy and reinvesting those assets in a custom, new fund managed by
Parametric. Parametric utilizes various social screens provided by Riskmetrics — among the most
rigorous and far-reaching of ESG (environmental, social, governance) screens.

3. Does your school make environmentally responsible investments? If so, briefly explain what they are and
whether they’re made on an ongoing basis.

The College has established its own fund, Parametric SRI Large Cap Core Account, managed by
Parametric. Parametric tracks the S&P 500 but utilizes social screens provided by Riskmetrics —
among the most rigorous and far-reaching of ESG screens — to eliminate ESG insensitive companies.

The College also invests in the Boston Common International Social Fund, a fund that uses its own
rigorous social screens to exclude ESG insensitive companies. A profile of a new addition to the fund
follows:

Social Profile: Henkel has launched a brand of household cleaners, Terra Activ, with 85% of ingredients
based on renewable, raw materials. Palm kernel oil used in the product is purchased from certified
sustainable cultivation palm oil plantations. The company also developed a wastewater-free process for
Volkswagen, which included a readily biodegradable, solvent-free, surfactant-based cleaner. Henkel
has initiated programs to reduce carbon emissions across its global factory base by modernizing plants,
optimizing production processes, and converting heating systems from oil to gas. From 2004-2008, the
company reduced waste by 30%, energy use by 6%, water use by 35%, and occupational accidents by
63%.

Yes, in our 2001 Sustainable Master Plan, the College identified approximately 300 acres to be
preserved for forest and agriculture use: forested areas are used for teaching by the College's School of
Natural Science; the remainder of this identified land is used as a working farm. The Hampshire College
Farm Center is a research, education, and outreach facility dedicated to sustainable agriculture. It is
used as a learning laboratory for students interested in agriculture, sustainability, environmental studies,
and other fields, as well as being home to the College's CSA program.

The College received a grant to renovate a structure within its Arts Village and to install photo voltaic
panels that will produce approximately 47 kilowatts of electricity annually. The structure was previously
used in the early 1970s to support solar hot water collectors as an educational experiment ("reuse" of
the existing structure is a sustainability priority for the project). There will also be monitoring of the
energy produced through the College's energy management system that can be accessed for
educational purposes.

The bus is funded by grants and the Five College consortium. During the academic year, buses run every 30 minutes during peak hours and then every hour until approximately 2 a.m.
	Text61: Our Yellow Bike program, managed by students, allows any campus user to pick up a yellow bike and ride it to any location on campus. This free bike-sharing program has been in operation for over five years. Bicycle racks and shelters are located at all buildings on campus. Our Lemelson Center for student inventors allows for a build-you-own-bike program, and the Robert Crown Center has a bike repair shop through the Outdoor Programs and Recreational Athletics program; OPRA also sponsors bike trips. The College has a representative who works with the Town of Amherst and others in supporting the use of public transportation and bicycles through the development of a Comprehensive Master Plan and specific roadway projects.
	Text62: Yes, we encourage use of the Five College bus system (incentive: it's free!). Student organization New Leaf encourages ride shares for students. Frequent postings on the campus intranet/bulletin board for shared rides to airports and major cities.

	Text70: Yes, recycling bins and composting bins are provided at Hampshire's large events, such as Orientation and our "green-graduation" Commencement (we don't have traditional large sports events).
	Text71: Yes, collection containers are located in the campus dining hall and by the recycling areas of student mods (on-campus apartments where students do their own cooking). Hampshire has been composting since 1993. 
	Text72: Yes, Hampshire is committed to continuously decreasing waste, working toward the Massachusetts Dept. of Environmental Protection's goal of reducing waste to an irreducible minimum. For decades, Hampshire has had one of the lowest per-capita waste generation totals among peer schools throughout the country. For example, according to the Five College Recycling Coordinator, in 2009, Hampshire generated only about 354 pounds of trash per student, between 75 and 150 pounds per student less each year than the other four colleges within the Five College consortium.
	Text73: Yes, for more than 15 years Hampshire has had varied programs to collect clothing and household items left behind when students move out. We have separate bins for clothing, household items, electronics, and lamps, plus furniture, in addition to the traditional recycling programs for paper, bottles and cans.

(Related) Donated Food: Twice a week Hampshire students take foods that were not served in the dining hall to a homeless shelter/food bank in a church in nearby Northampton.

	Text75: Yes, Hampshire has an Environmental Committee chaired by a professor and comprised of faculty, students, staff, and administrators. Committee membership is determined by a combination of elected and appointed positions.

	Text76: Yes, the College is in the process of drafting a Climate Action Plan as a member of the College and University Presidents' Climate Commitment.
	Text77: Yes. The college recently completed its second greenhouse-gas-emissions audit. 
	Text78: Yes, Hampshire has achieved an 8% reduction in total annual carbon emissions since 2004. Our 2009 emissions: 8,570 MTCDE, or approximately one-third lower than the national average of 15.07 MTCDE.

	Text79: Hampshire is currently updating its investment policy and socially responsible investment (SRI) policy, which will be made available online.

	Text80: The Committee at Hampshire on Investing Responsibility (CHOIR) reviews College investment activity for compliance with our socially responsible investment policy. Issues requiring action are sent on to the Board of Trustees. A recent action involved divesting from a State Street mutual fund whose portfolio was inconsistent with the SRI policy and reinvesting those assets in a custom, new fund managed by Parametric. Parametric utilizes various social screens provided by Riskmetrics — among the most rigorous and far-reaching of ESG (environmental, social, governance) screens.

	Text81: The College has established its own fund, Parametric SRI Large Cap Core Account, managed by Parametric. Parametric tracks the S&P 500 but utilizes social screens provided by Riskmetrics — among the most rigorous and far-reaching of ESG screens — to eliminate ESG insensitive companies.  

The College also invests in the Boston Common International Social Fund, a fund that uses its own rigorous social screens to exclude ESG insensitive companies. A profile of a new addition to the fund follows:

Social Profile: Henkel has launched a brand of household cleaners, Terra Activ, with 85% of ingredients based on renewable, raw materials. Palm kernel oil used in the product is purchased from certified sustainable cultivation palm oil plantations. The company also developed a wastewater-free process for Volkswagen, which included a readily biodegradable, solvent-free, surfactant-based cleaner. Henkel has initiated programs to reduce carbon emissions across its global factory base by modernizing plants, optimizing production processes, and converting heating systems from oil to gas. From 2004-2008, the company reduced waste by 30%, energy use by 6%, water use by 35%, and occupational accidents by 63%.

	Text84: Yes, in our 2001 Sustainable Master Plan, the College identified approximately 300 acres to be preserved for forest and agriculture use: forested areas are used for teaching by the College's School of Natural Science; the remainder of this identified land is used as a working farm. The Hampshire College Farm Center is a research, education, and outreach facility dedicated to sustainable agriculture. It is used as a learning laboratory for students interested in agriculture, sustainability, environmental studies, and other fields, as well as being home to the College's CSA program.

	Text87: The College received a grant to renovate a structure within its Arts Village and to install photo voltaic panels that will produce approximately 47 kilowatts of electricity annually. The structure was previously used in the early 1970s to support solar hot water collectors as an educational experiment ("reuse" of the existing structure is a sustainability priority for the project). There will also be monitoring of the energy produced through the College's energy management system that can be accessed for educational purposes.

Environmental responsibility and sustainability initiatives have been part of the culture and ethos of Hampshire College since its opening in fall 1970. Projects undertaken by institutions with far greater financial resources were often pioneered at Hampshire (developing models that then become part of the larger higher ed landscape is part of the founding philosophy and mission of Hampshire). Hampshire's flexible academic program enables professors to develop innovative courses and makes it possible for students and professors to pursue projects that could not be as easily incorporated into more traditional educational models. To cite but a few of our (approx. 9,000) alums, who are highly visible in the culture: founders of Stonyfield Yogurt (Gary Hirshberg), Seventh Generation (Jeffrey & Sheila Hollender), and Greasecar (a senior project in Lemelson Center, Justin Carven); recycling program director for the city of Boston (Susan Cascino); past president of the Ecological Society of America (Nancy Grimm); filmmaker of 'National Parks: America's Best Idea' (Ken Burns); and authors of 'Eco Barons' (Edward Humes, Pulitzer-winning journalist) and 'Rock, Water, Wild' (Nancy Lord, Alaska writer laureate).
