We have Vend Misers on Vending Machines, and new vending machines must be Energy Star-rated.
All leased printers (Ricoh Business Solutions) are Energy Star-rated and come equipped with sleep
mode.

Yes. The "Lion Express" shuttle takes students off campus for shopping and to the airport.

2. What has your school done to promote bicycling as a transportation method?

There are bike racks present throughout campus for bicyclists. We also have a Green Transportation
Committee that is working to expand bicycling options on and around campus.

3. Does your school encourage its students and employees to use public transit, carpool, or use some
other form of alternative transportation? If yes, what are the incentives?

LMU does encourage the use of alternative transportation means, which is advertised on our Web site.
Currently, there are no formal incentives. However, there are plans to integrate new ideas such as a

vanpool and other alternative transportation programs. We also have a Green Transportation
Committee that is working on all of these issues.

60 %

4,500 student parking permits were issued out of 7,553 students total for Spring 2010.

2,000 employees are registered with parking permits out of 2,300 total employees.

The last comprehensive diversion study was conducted in 2000. Although volumes have increased
over the last ten years, waste diversion programs have been implemented and improved over the
years.

2. Does your campus provide recycling receptacles wherever there are trash cans?

Yes, in our indoor locations. In our outdoor locations, our campus has increased recycling bin
presence but not in all locations with trash cans.

3. Are recycling bins readily available at large events such as football games?

Yes.

4. Does your school compost? If yes, are compost receptacles available at all or most on-campus
dining locations?

Yes. A small coffee grounds composting program has been initiated, and a larger project is in the
works to reduce other food wastes from on-campus dining locations.

5. Is your school committed to waste-reduction goals, such as zero waste? Please explain.

Yes, our school has been a leader in waste reduction for over 20 years. More recently, we installed a
water purification system for offices that previously imported drinking water from offsite. The new
Carbon Filtration system has eliminated 2.5 and 5 gallon bottles from being delivered to campus.
Mandatory office paper is Aspen, containing 30% post-consumer recycled content. Follett Bookstore is
promoting green supplies in the bookstore now. Also, we have links on the Distribution Center Web
page for people to sign up for e-magazines to eliminate the proliferation of all the catalogs that come
on campus. There are many other waste reduction efforts planned for the future to reduce waste, and
hopefully some day achieve zero waste.

6. Does your campus administer a donation program for clothing and other used goods when students
are moving out of student housing? If so, are bins located in every dormitory?
Yes. LMU has a comprehensive, successful move out recycling program that occurs every semester.

We work with a non-profit organization, Planet Aid, who assists us in donating clothing and other
reusable goods. Yes, bins are located in every dormitory.

The concepts involved in sustainability are implicit in LMU's mission, particularly with respect to issues
of social justice. Our Environmental Stewardship and Sustainability Committee was founded by the

President of the University in order to further infuse the concepts involved with sustainability into all
aspects of the campus.

2. Does your school employ at least one person dedicated to overseeing campus environmental initiatives,
such as a sustainability coordinator, or have a sustainability task force or committee? Is the coordinator
position a part-time or full-time position?

Yes. Our campus recently hired a full-time Campus Sustainability Coordinator.

goals of emission reductions by a certain date? If yes, does your school have a plan for achieving these
reductions? If so, briefly explain the plan.

Yes. LMU is a signatory for the ACUPCC. Our campus is currently in the process of formalizing a

Climate Action Plan which will set a date for climate neutrality and outline the means to achieving that
end.

4. Has your school conducted a complete greenhouse-gas-emissions audit of its campus?

Yes. Utilizing the "Clean Air Cool Planet" tools, a GHG inventory has been completed as far back as
2004.

5. Has your school achieved a reduction in total annual carbon emissions? If yes, please explain and
provide the benchmark year and percentage.

No. Our total annual carbon emissions have increased. However, this reflects some growth of the

University. Overall, LMU has taken many efforts to decrease carbon emissions, and will continue these
efforts in accordance with the Climate Action Plan currently in development.

Yes, members of our student club, ECO Students (Environmentally Conscious & Organized Students),
have taken action to promote greater sustainability on our campus, as well as political action such as
calling representatives, writing letters, and sending emails to political officials.

2. Have students participated in environmental challenges or events such as the Solar Decathlon,
environmental design contests, or environmental debates? If so, which events and how did they do?

LMU students have participated in "Recyclemania”, and placed in several of the categories. LMU
students have also participated in "Focus The Nation" teach-in events.

3. Has your school set aside part of its campus as natural habitat, stipulated limited campus development,
or enacted programs preserving its land? If so, please explain.

No. However, LMU does study and restore the Ballona Wetlands, which are located adjacent to campus.
For three years, three students from Loyola Marymount University’s Seaver College of Science and
Engineering have been monitoring the water in the Ballona Wetlands. The data will be used to assess
the levels of organic pollutants in the wetland, and the hands-on research process brings students’
classes to life. This work has been coordinated with the Santa Monica Bay Restoration Commission,
which LMU has a strong partnership with.

4. Does your school adhere to an indoor air-quality policy (e.g., the mandated use of nontoxic cleaning
supplies)? If yes, describe the policy.

No. However, although there is not a specific formal policy on this issue, we do strive to utilize non-toxic,
green cleaners across campus.

5. Does your school offer outdoor- or nature-based programs, classes, or extracurricular activities to
students and/or faculty? If yes, please list and describe.

LMU houses an office of the Santa Monica Bay Restoration Commission, which is an organization that
partners with several other organizations (including LMU) to restore the Santa Monica Bay and
surrounding natural areas. These efforts include the involvement of students in academic classes,
research, clean-up events, conferences held on campus, and many other unique learning opportunities.
The research and restoration projects that this organization conducts in partnership with LMU benefits
our local environment as well as the University as a whole.

6. What specific actions has your school taken to improve its environmental sustainability since spring 20097
Please list all improvements.

A new Campus Sustainability Coordinator was hired on February 1, 2010 to coordinate all of the
sustainability efforts on campus. Reclaimed water use was increased by 15% for irrigation purposes.

7. Please use this space to address any other unique or interesting sustainability initiatives that have not
been previously mentioned:

* Built in 1995, our Green Roof was the largest in the nation at approximately 130,000 sq. ft. and is
utilized for sporting events such as soccer games and team practices.

* "Cool Roofs" are installed when old roofs are replaced.

« Ultra low-flow restroom fixtures are installed when replaced and in new buildings or renovations.

» The William H. Hannon Library has a roof fitted for solar panels, and solar panel installation in being
planned for the near future.

* 100 percent of campus sprinklers respond automatically to weather conditions.

» Started recycling in 1990; first campus-wide collegiate recycling program in California, 1993.

* One of the first campuses in the state to recycle 100% of green waste.

* Solar photovoltaic rooftop systems, on University Hall and Von der Ahe Library, won a federal Green
Power Award in 2003.

 Use biodegradable cups and dinnerware in two university dining commons with expansion plans for
the entire campus.

» Use 100% recycled content napkins in dining commons areas.

* Removed all trays in dining facility, saving more than 136,200 gallons of water annually.

* Received the California Interfaith Power & Light Energy Oscar for outstanding achievement in energy
efficiency in 2007.

 Received the Recycled Water Institutional Customer of the Year award in 2008, from the Water Reuse
Association’s California Section, for an innovative treatment system that eliminates odor from recycled
water used to irrigate the campus; and

* Received the Green Power Purchasing Award for Onsite Generation in 2007, from the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the Department of Energy (DOE). This award recognizes
organizations that are significantly advancing the development of renewable energy sources and energy
efficiency.

Plans for the future:

» Our Master Plan has a proposed stop for the future Metro Green Line commuter transit system in
place to decrease the impact of auto commuters. This plan is now in the review and approval stages. If
approved by the Los Angeles City Council, LMU will deed land to the City for this purpose.

* Also a part of the proposed Master Plan Project, LMU has committed to implementing more than 25
water conservation measures, outlined in the Draft EIR, that would significantly reduce the use of
potable water on campus. These measures include installing ultra-low-flush water closets, urinals,

and low-flow shower heads; using 100 percent reclaimed water for irrigation by Project build-out; and
planting drought-tolerant plants for landscaping.
