The dining facilities always have some kind of vegetarian option at each station as well as a dedicated vegetarian station with 3 veg. meals offered per day. Sodexo has identified several local ranches to source organic beef but has not yet determined how to work out the insurance issues of processing.
	Text43: Yes, the main dining hall - The Hot Spot - features a vegan/vegetarian station called the Wild Mushroom. This station includes daily vegan and vegetarian entrees and sides for breakfast, lunch, and dinner. We are, however, in the process of labeling the entire campus so that visitors are clear about where to recycle and how to keep waste streams clean.

Within this office is the Associate VP for Economic Development and Sustainable Initiatives as well as a full-time Sustainability Coordinator. In addition, this office employs several sustainability interns each semester.
	Text76: Yes, NAU has committed to carbon neutrality by 2020. We are currently developing our Climate Action Plan per the American College and University President's Climate Commitment. This plan sets the following broad goals - Reach 2000 carbon levels by 2014, reach 1990 carbon levels by 2018, reach carbon neutrality by 2020. The NAU Environmental Caucus (http://www.envcaucus.nau.edu/) will then set out annual recommendations to specifically site project strategies for the Office of the President.
	Text77: Yes, an interdisciplinary undergraduate climate mitigation class conducted a green-house gas inventory in 2007 and backfilled data from 1990 and on. In addition, the University has recently released an RFP asking for proposals for an investment-grade audit of the campus which would lead to a potential power purchase agreement.
	Text78: Over the last three years, despite increase our campus square footage, we have seen a net reduction in energy use. In addition, from 2000 to the present, we have seen an average 5% carbon emissions reduction from year to year (http://www.mpcer.nau.edu/carbonproject/files/final_mitigation_report_2007.pdf)
	Text79: Yes, we are third party audited for policy transparency and spending within the endowment. See: http://www.nau.edu/~naufo/forms/NAUFNDN_Audit_6-30-2009.pdf

	Text82: Yes! We have several sustainability-related student groups including the Campus Climate Challenge, Society for Environmental Communicators, Students for Sustainable Living and Urban Gardening (SSLUG), Slow Food NAU, Net Impact (MBA sustainability student group), Action Research Teams (community weatherization project). These groups all work together in an organization called the student environmental caucus where they coordinate and enhance sustainability initiative efforts. One major effort they just saw passed by the Board of Regents in a $5 per semester Green Fee which will be governed and administered by an elected student committee. In addition, the SSLUG group started and grew a successful community garden as well as a campus composting program at NAU. These groups are all interested in seeing both the campus and community thrive sustainably.
	Text83: We have an Engineering group that competes in Reno each year working on LEED and sustainability problems. 
	Text84: Centennial Forest - 4700 acres - The Centennial Forest is the result of a collaboration between the Arizona State Lands Department and the NAU School of Forestry to create a “living laboratory” where researchers and students from NAU can study examples of forest, woodland, and grassland ecosystems around Flagstaff to learn about ecosystem dynamics, test ecological hypotheses, and conduct ecological restoration experiments...four restoration treatment units and adjacent control (untreated) units, and installed 160 permanent monitoring plots to measure ecosystem response to the treatments. These treatments are integrated into a large-scale project, entitled Stand Treatment Impacts on Forest Health (STIFH).
	Text85: We use environmentally preferable cleaning products in our buildings from Waxie Janitor supply and EcoLab (includes 100% recycled tissue products, 85 % recycled garbage liners, and plant-based cleaners). No VOC paints and textiles used in new building construction as a construction standard as well.
	Text86: There are many outdoor programs at NAU including the Grand Canyon Semester (http://www.cefns.nau.edu/Orgs/GCS/), The San Juan River Program (http://www.landsward.nau.edu/SanJuanRiverBasin.html), NAU Outdoors Program (http://home.nau.edu/outdoors/), Community action research teams (http://www2.nau.edu/community/node/185), and an institutional commitment to engaged student learning/experiential learning opportunities for all students.
	Text87: 1) Increasing thin client computing technology on campus. Have implemented campus-wide campaign to increase faculty/staff use - A thin client is a small energy footprint hardware device which attaches to virtualized desktops run from the server room. Only 4–14 watts of power draw vs. 70-80 watts from a PC.
2) EcoPass - Parking Services now offers the free city bus pass to ALL staff including student workers and affiliates on campus.
3) Transportation Services has purchased new hybrid vehicles to replace older vehicles in the fleet.
4) Biodiesle is now produced from the South Campus dining facility grease and used in on campus buses. 
	Text88: *Dining - Fair-trade coffees and teas sold at cafes on campus and in the dining halls. Napkins are made from 100% post-consumer recycled material - new dispenser helps reduce waste as well. Donate untouched “surplus” prepared food items to local charities.Donate $5000 per year to the Hooper Student Fund which awards grants to students for sustainability-related projects on campus and in the community.
*Eco House/Sustainability Learning Community - connects approximately 20 freshmen of various majors with other environmentally-minded students in a Residence Hall.
*Ponderosa Group - The Ponderosa Group consists of NAU faculty members from various disciplines who share a common vision of education for environmental sustainability. The Ponderosa Group meets regularly throughout the academic year in support of this "greening" of the curriculum project.
*Grounds crew uses “organic” landscaping techniques where possible = hand-pulling of weeds, use of pre-emergent corn gluten, and incorporation of vinegar-based herbicides
*Printing Services - Soy-based inks, non-petrol cleaners, recycled paper upon request, cloth vs. paper towels used.
*Memberships - The Northern Arizona Renewable Energy Purchasing Group is a group of major private and public energy users in the region who collaborate to advance renewable energy development in Northern Arizona. Part of this goal includes cooperative purchasing of renewable energy from local utility provider, Arizona Public Service. NAU has membership, an MOU, or closely collaborates with these organizations working on sustainability issues:  AASHE, ACUP Climate Challenge, Campus Climate Challenge, International Slow Food Association, Council of Environmental Deans and Directors, U.S. Green Building Council, Wind Powering America (DOE), Coconino County Sustainable Economic Development Initiative.
*NAU boasts a successful and ever-growing distance learning program that specifically serves many of our students in rural and reservation areas.  This program helps us to vastly improve our accessibility to underserved populations both in Arizona and across the nation.
*The University’s Environmental Caucus formed in October 2009, with 30-40 faculty, student and staff participants at each monthly meeting.
*NAU’s endowed chair in Community, Culture, and the Environment brings together students and community organizations in tangible projects seeking interdisciplinary environmental solutions.
Established in 2001, an annual competition for student sustainability project funding of $500 to $2500.
